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Plastics History

From the Collections of
Robert Boyer and Henry Ford with the Soybean Car.

Henry Forddés Soybean Car

|n the 1910& Henry Ford experimented with using agricultural materials in
the manufacture of automobiles. Ford was partly motivated by a desire to find
non-food applications for agricultural surpluses, which existed then as they do
now. He tried out many agricultural crops, including wheat. Coil cases for the
1915 Model T Ford were made from a wheat gluten resin reinforced with
asbestos fibres. Eventually he focused on soybeans, and in the 1920s began
promoting soybean products at every opportunity. He recruited Robert Boyer,
a young chemist, to lead the research. In the following few years, uses were
found for soy oil in automobile paints and enamels, in rubber substitutes, and
in the production of glycerol for shock absorbers. Viscous solutions of soy
protein were extruded and "set" in formaldehyde bath to form fibres for
uphol stery c¢l ot h. B u ts infeanvedirig Soy m¢alentoi
plastics. Soy meal is what is left after soy-beans are crushed or ground into
flakes and the soy oil extracted with a hydrocarbon solvent. Soy meal is
about 50 percent protein and 50 percent carbohydrate- mainly cellulose. The
compositions of Fordds soy
evolved over time and varied according to the application. In general the resin
core was made of soy meal reacted with formaldehyde to produce cross-
linked protein (reminiscent of casein plastics and animal horn), but for added
strength and resistance to moisture, phenol or urea was co-condensed with
the protein. The resulting resin was part phenol formaldehyde (or urea
formaldehyde) and part cross-linked soy protein; the soy meal was not merely
a filler. The condensation took place in the presence of the cellulose and
other carbohydrates that were part of the soy meal. Fillers, up to 50 to 60
percent, provided additional cellulose fibbers, from HEMP, wood flour pulp
from spruce or pine, cotton, flax, ramie even wheat. The final mix was about
70 percent cellulose and 10 to 20 percent soy meal. When additional strength
became necessary, glass fibre was also used. Relatively low pressures and
temperatures were used in the moulding process. Soy meal plastics were
used for a steadily increasing number of automobile parts- glove-box doors,
gear-shift knobs, horn buttons, accelerator pedals, distributor heads, interior
trim, steering wheels, dashboard panels, and eventually a prototype exterior
rear-deck lid. Finally Ford gave the go-ahead to produce a completely
prototype "plastic car," including an entire plastic body. The body consisted of
fourteen plastic panels fixed to a welded tubular frame(instead of the
customary parallel I-beam frame). The panels and frame each weighed about
250 pounds. The total weight of the automobile was 2,300 pounds, roughly
two-thirds the weight of a steel model of comparable size. Ford, a master at
generating publicity, exhibited the prototype with great fanfare in 1941. But
then, by late 1941, Ford no longer publicized the "plastic car". The reasons
for this are unknown, but his media contacts, the strength of the Du Pont
organization and World War Il are likely to have played a role. Also,
technology was not yet well developed and limited options. Plastics have
become more common, but plastics from renewable resources got
sidetracked. This is where Hemp Plastics have continued with research
projects and collaborations to re-visit and re-new the use of plant based
plastics.

John Wesley Hyatt (1837-1920),

John Hyatt was an American inventor who refined
celluloid to make the first practical synthetic
plastic. Hyatt was born in Starkey,

New York. At age 16 he went to work for a printer in
lllinois who produced game boards and pieces.
Hyatt patented a knife sharpener in1861, and then
started his own company in Albany, New York,
where he made checkers and dominoes. This work
prompted him to look for a cheap substitute for ivory
for making game pieces. He focused his attention on
a material called pryoxylin, a nitrated cellulose
compound dissolved in alcohol and ether, which had
been developed in Britain. Hyatt received added
motivation when Phelan and Collender, a New York
manufacturer, offered a $10,000 prize for

the best ivory substitute for making billiard balls.
Hyatt entered the contest and set out to use nitrated
cellulose in making billiard balls. He improved the
process by adding camphor, which made the
compound easier to mould under mild heat and
pressure. When it cooled, the compound became
hard, and was strong, easy to colour, and cheap to
produce. After using it to make billiard balls, Hyatt
patented his compound in 1869 under the name
Celluloid. (This patented name has since become
part of the English language.) It was the first
synthetic plastic. However, Hyatt failed to win the
$10,000 prize. In addition to billiard balls, celluloid
was used to make eyeglass frames, dentures,
combs, buttons, piano keys, baby rattles, toy dolls,
shirt tabs, and photographic film. It was highly
flammable, however, and this limited its use,
especially after the development of less flammable
plastics. One product still made of celluloid is table
tennis balls. Hyatt went on to receive more than 200
patents for a wide range of inventions. In 1891 he
invented a ball bearing that is still used in
manufacturing. He also developed the Hyatt

Filter a water purification device that was more
efficient than previous filters. The device separated
solid particles from water by directing the water
through a porous filtration substance of sand or
charcoal. In 1914 Hyatt received the Perkin Medal of
Honour from the Society of Chemical Industry

DID YOU KNOW?

Chicken feathers are now being sorted, processed and
made into many useful products The processed fibres
from chicken plumage have been used to make a
polymer film that is made into thin sheets of plastic similar
to cellophane. This polymer may first show up in
biodegradable candy wrappers and plastic holders for six
packs of beverages. It may also be used in plastics for
dog food bowls and automobile dashboards. And a
process has even been developed to make the quill
protein 90% digestible - possibly for use in dietary
supplements. So you could soon be eating a chicken quill
protein bar wrapped in biodegradable chicken feather
plastic wrap. Yummy!
